For the 32M continuous year, Delta Montrose Youth Services, Inc. dba Partners of Delta, Montrose and Ouray
has provided an important resource for the City of Delta. Mentoring has been a vehicle for disadvantaged
youth to become successful citizens and for upstanding residents to give back to their neighbors and greater
community. At any given time 50 - 80 Delta-area youth are being served in our best-practice programing and
as many as 50 area adults are volunteering three hours each week. During that time anywhere from two to
four individuals have been employed by Partners in Delta, largely with outside dollars. This year, we aim to
grow programming in Delta County but we need your help.

Partners Mentoring would like you to consider a portion of the City of Delta's 2018 budget to include our
organization’and the services we provide. We humbly request $2,000 that would support youth mentoring
programs, volunteer outreach and activities for area youth.

The need for mentoring in the City of Delta is as great as we have seen in years. While we aim to serve youth
with basic economic, familial and academic issues we are receiving referrals for youth that are homeless,
neglected and initiating drug experimentation.
